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ABSTRACT

First we had to remember many telephone
numbers; today, our telephone's memory
removes this burden. Then came PIN
numbers, remembered through more

or less successful mnemonic tricks. Now
there are masses of passwords for access
to numerous web and computer applica-
tions and services. At least where permis-
sion to use such applications and services
is linked to a particular status (student,
teacher, researcher, employee), there are
special systems designed to help with this
problem - to enable such applications or
services to recognise from a single place
that access and use are permissible. But
are they actually used, and what do our
education and research users actually gain
from this? We will discuss this and inves-
tigate which world-class services are avail-
able, and what and how our organisations
(e.g. universities, schools and research
institutes) should do in their internal
applications and services.
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
